Pumpkin Bread 

 This is an easy recipe.  Why not make some and share with your 

neighbors. 

 

Ingredients: 

 1 tsp Nutmeg   1 cup vegetable oil 

 3 cups sugar   1 cup canned pumpkin 

 4 eggs    2/3 cup water 

 1 tsp Cinnamon   3 cups flour 

 1 1/2 tsp salt   2 tsp baking soda 

 

 Sift the flour & baking soda together.  (set aside) 

 Mix the Nutmeg, sugar, eggs, Cinnamon, salt & oil. 

 Add the pumpkin & water.  Blend well. 

 Gradually add the flour & baking soda mix. 

 Pour batter into 2 oiled & floured loaf pans and bake @ 350
